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Food waste
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USE THE GREEN BAGS FOR
FOOD WASTE

Remember to use the green bags
provided for food waste. Tie a tight
knot in the bag before throwing it
into the outdoor food waste bin.

Packaging from foodstuffs does
not belong in the green kitchen
caddy, but must be disposed of as
recyclable waste or residual waste.

Plastics and food & beverage cartons
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PLASTIC AND FOOD &
BEVERAGE CARTONS IN
THE SAME BIN

You should put food & beverage
cartons in the same bin/com-
partment as plastic. The cartons
are then separated at the plant
and recycled.

GET MORE SPACE IN
YOUR BIN

Compress plastic and cartons
well before putting them in the
bin. For example, collect smaller
pieces of plastic in a used pla-
stic bag and stack plastic tubs
so that they take up less space
in the bin.

Melamine (e.g. from hard plastic plates, cups
and bowls)

— sort as residual waste

Plastic with electronic parts
— hand in at the recycling centre

Bags with metal inside (e.g. from crisps, coffee,
frozen food or the inner bag from a wine box)
— sort as residual waste

Large plastics (e.g. garden furniture and
plumbing pipes)
- hand in at the recycling centre



SMALL METAL OBJECTS
ONLY

Only place small pieces of metal
waste in the bin, as larger items
can get stuck/jammed in the bin.
Larger items and very heavy items
must be handed in at the recycling
centre.

There may be some plastic or
wood on the metal, as is often the
case with scissors or hammers.

The metal is melted at very high
heat, which means that plastics
and wood burn long before the
metal melts, and therefore do not
interfere with the recycling pro-

cess.

Paper

CLEAN AND DRY PAPER

Paper that is wet or dirty cannot
be recycled as it may spoil the
clean and dry paper. Therefore, it
must be sorted as residual waste.

Books often consist of different

materials, e.g. a hard cardboard
cover and paper pages. Therefore,
books should be handed in at the
recycling centre — not disposed of
in the paper bin.

Glass

GLASS IS NOT JUST GLASS

Ceramics, porcelain, stoneware
and ovenproof glass should not be
placed in the glass bin, as these
melt at much higher temperatures
than glass packaging. Crystal glass
contains lead and cannot be mel-
ted down with ordinary glass.

Even small quantities can conta-
minate the glass, making it difficult
to recycle. It must therefore be
handed in at the recycling centre.

Cardboard
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CLEAN AND DRY
CARDBOARD

Cardboard that is wet or dirty
cannot be recycled. Wet and dir-
ty cardboard such as from pizza
boxes cannot be recycled as it may
spoil the clean and dry cardboard.
Therefore, it must be sorted as
residual waste.

Milk and juice cartons are made
from different materials and the-
refore cannot be disposed of as
cardboard, but must be placed in
the plastic and food & beverage
cartons bin.

Remember to fold the cardboard

and tear it into smaller pieces if
necessary, so that it will fitin the
bin. Tape or staples can be left on
the cardboard.

Residual waste is what's left after
you've sorted everything into
recycling, hazardous waste and
electronics.

Remember to put the waste in

a bag and tie a knot in the bag
before putting it in the bin. Be
particularly careful when packing
dusty waste and sanitary waste.

GREAT TIPS
FOR SORTING

How clean should the waste be?

Remove food waste from metal, plastic and glass packag-
ing. For example, scrape out leftover jam from the jar and
empty the ketchup bottle as best you can.

Do not use hot water or washing-up liquid to wash the
container/packaging — this negates the environmental
benefits. Use dishwater or water used to cook vegetables

\ to rinse out the container/packaging. If the packaging
contains a lot of food waste that is impossible to remove,
(] you should put it in the residual waste bin.

Some waste is composed of several
materials that cannot be separated
at the treatment plant, e.g. the
metal and plastic in crisp and coffee
bags. These types of waste cannot
be recycled and must therefore be
placed in the residual waste bin.

Compress food & beverage cartons so they take up as little
space as possible. Collect soft plastic in a bag, such as a bag
from rye bread or potatoes, and stack plastic tubs and trays.
This will give you room for more waste in the bin.

Still in doubt?
If you have any doubts as to
whether your waste is clean

enough or where it belongs,
put it in residual waste.
